	Reading
	Love of Reading
Phonics
	Weekly visit to the library to explore and read self chosen books with an adult and an opportunity to take  book home weekly.
Opportunities on a daily basis to access classroom and outdoor reading areas.
Phase 1 phonics – listening and remembering sounds, alliteration, rhythm and rhyme
Phase 2 phonics – 5 times a week each morning: letter sounds and letter identification
Daily opportunity to sing new and familiar songs and nursery rhymes

	Writing
	Mark making, Overwriting, writing of name, fine motor skills, holding writing utensils.
	Various opportunities to draw, write, make marks or undertake fine motor development (i.e. jigsaws, threading, dough disco, squiggle while you wiggle, pegs to paper etc…)

	Speaking and Listening
	Vocabulary development – Nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, pronouns.
Combining words into short 2/3 word sentences.
Requesting, instructions, questions.
	Various opportunities to discuss to use and develop vocabulary through i.e. circle time, classroom activities, guided play, free play etc. Assemblies and performances.
Use of PECS during snack-time, PECS in the pool, literacy stories and other specific activities.

	Number Songs, Simple Patterns, Sorting
Colours, Real-life Outdoor Mathematics, Matching
	Children will explore a range of number songs focusing on numbers 1-10. 
Children will confidently sort collections into sets they learn that these sets can be compared and ordered.  They understand that when making comparisons a set can have more, the same or fewer than another set.
 Children copy, continue and create their own patterns.   
Provide opportunities for the children to explore and match objects which are the same.   
Can you find one exactly like mine?  How do you know it’s the same?  Can you find one different to mine?  Why is this one not like mine?  


	PSHE
	Building Independence
	Children will be given time to develop their independence with eating, drinking, dressing and toileting which are all essential life skills.  They will be provided with play opportunities, interaction with others and time to process and follow routines and instructions.   

	Science
	Moving
	Children will experience a variety of large toy vehicles on the yard (bikes, trikes, bodyboards, egg chairs, skateboards and enable the children to have free play with each of them. Children will explore how each toy vehicle moves around and what actions you have to do to turn the vehicles and change the speed. Children will visit classes around school to explore other ways of getting around -walkers, standers, hoists and observe how they work. Children will explore ways of moving around during swimming and rebound.

	Memory of Events in Everyday Life
	Children will begin to remember how and where to hang up coats or other personal items.  
Children will explore basic sequencing tasks of upcoming activities. 
Children will begin to show recognition of very recent past events. 
Children will begin to communicate about activities and events in the past.

	The World
	Children will take part in sensory and exploratory experiences of the culture, art, food, music and dance of communities of ‘Asia (Japan) and Australia’, and ‘Europe (Greece & spain)’. 

	Music
	Wheels on the Bus 
The Big ship sails -singing hands -youtube 
Zorba The Greek Music 
Plus songs that your class enjoys. 
Instruments – blowers 
	Children will listen to the song, join in with the actions and rhymes, learn the signs, sing loudly and quietly. 
Children will play then stop, then repeat and stop for second time.

	Climbing and Balancing
	Children will practise spinning, rolling and independently using ropes and swings (for example, tyre swings). 
 Children will practise running safely on whole foot. 
 Children will experience walking, running and climbing on different levels and surfaces  
 Children will begin to understand and choose different ways of moving 
 Children will explore climbing up and down stairs by placing both feet on each step while holding a handrail for support 
 Children will practise walking across a bench/line with/without support
