	Term: Autumn 1 (8 Weeks) 

	Below is the half termly plan for Pangolin class. The children will work on long term targets split up into the four main areas of their EHC. They will work individually, or in groups, using different rooms and areas where possible. 
-CCS (Communication, Cognition, Social) – Activities developing these areas will be fulfilled through adult lead activities and child lead exploration of the environment. This environment, and these activities, will be based around a half termly story, and will change and adapt depending on children’s interests and achievements. The teacher and support staff will provide children with opportunities to work on their targets using the resources available.
- SP (Sensory and Physical) – This strand of the curriculum allows children to work on specific movement plans, with specific equipment where appropriate (i.e. walkers, standers, body suits, stretches) and specific sensory areas (i.e. desensitisation to, or exploration of, certain stimuli). This may be adult or child lead depending on the targets. The teacher may also work on the children with these, where necessary.
- OOCL (Out of Classroom Learning) – This includes Community visits, swimming, rebound, soft play, light and sound room and Jacuzzi. These will be a chance to work on any of the children’s objectives, and subsidiary teacher identified learning needs, in a holistic fashion. They all provide opportunity to work on Communication, Cognition, Social, Physical and Sensory in various ways. It also allows children to develop understanding of routine, react to situations and events, communicate about their environment, develop self help skills, develop their musculature and co-ordination, and develop understanding of people the world – amongst others.

Although the ‘Out of Classroom Learning Activities’ are likely to cover a broad spectrum of need in a flexible manner the main links will be:- 

Bus, Light and Sound Room, Soft play room – Communication, Cognition and Social

Rebound, Swimming, Hydro Therapy Pool– Physical and Sensory
