Use straightforward scientific evidence to answer questions or to support findings.
Ask relevant questions and use different types of scientific enquiries to answer them.
Gather, record, classify and present data in a variety of ways to help answer questions.
Set up simple practical enquiries and comparative and fair tests
Report on findings from enquiries, including oral and written explanations, displays or presentations of results and conclusions.
Use results to draw simple conclusions, make predictions for new values, suggest improvements and raise further questions.


Computing (Rising Stars) – We are Programmers:

History - Leisure & Entertainment:
