	Children will explore a rainbow discussing what it looks like (shape and colours) and what the weather is like when we see rainbows.
Children will use what they’ve learnt to create a class rainbow.
Children will go on a colour hunt around school and outside to identify common rainbow colours.
Children will carry out simple sensory based experiments to observe and investigate colour.

	Children will explore celebrations/parties they have been to.
