Phonics
	Weekly visit to the library to explore and read self chosen books with an adult and an opportunity to take self-chosen ‘love of reading’ books home to share with families.
Opportunities on a daily basis  for free reading/ exploration of books within class, outdoor reading areas and the school library.
Phase 1 phonics – 5 times a week each morning: listening and remembering sounds, alliteration, rhythm and rhyme
Phase 2-4 phonics – 5 times a week each morning: letter sounds and letter identification
Reading phonics reading book at least 3 times a week.
Daily opportunity to sing new and familiar songs and nursery rhymes
Daily reading with and to children – both class stories and self-chosen books. Discussion and vocabulary development should occur around these books.
