Phonics
	Weekly visit to the School library to explore and read self chosen books with an adult.  Choose a book from the Library to read with Parents at Home.  Fortnightly visit to Throston Library for Story and Music. Rhythm and Rhyme session. 
Daily opportunities to access classroom and outdoor reading areas.
Phase 1 phonics – Little Wandle: listening and remembering sounds, alliteration, rhythm and rhyme

	Children will be given time to develop their independence with eating, drinking, dressing and toileting which are all essential life skills.  They will be provided with play opportunities, interaction with others and time to process and follow routines and instructions.   


	Science
	Light and Sound Toys
	Children will explore and play with a range of toys that produce light and sound. 
Children will use dark environments (light and sound room, dark sensory tents, dens) and use torches, fibre optic wands, glow sticks, bicycle lights, fairy lights, lanterns etc to create light. 
Children will use the UV lights in light and sound room with neon coloured ribbon sticks/materials to explore. 
Children will explore the ways in which they produce light and sound e.g. look where the light is coming from and what buttons need to be pressed to create the light and tun on/off sounds.

	Children will explore and experience a range of balls by pushing and rolling. 
Children will explore, experience and use balloons, streamers and materials to throw in the air.
