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Toucan class will be taught through a range of activities related to the key areas of the Early Years Development Matters Document. Their interaction, exploration and investigation will be linked to a key stories, around which the planning and classroom environment is based. The main texts this term will be Wonky Donkey, Green Eggs and Ham, Tanka Tanka Skunk, Spot goes to the Circus, Just like Jasper, and the Christmas story.

Children will have opportunity to interact with a range of materials (including regular sensory activities). They will use different instruments and be encouraged to move to music. They will use a range of artistic media.

It will follow the child’s interests, and depend on their motivators.
