	Reading
	Love of Reading
Phonics
	Weekly visit to the library to explore and read self chosen books with an adult and an opportunity to take book home weekly.
Opportunities on a daily basis to access classroom and outdoor reading areas.
Phase 1 phonics – 5 times a week each morning: listening and remembering sounds, alliteration, rhythm and rhyme
Phase 2 phonics – 5 times a week each morning: letter sounds and letter identification
Reading phonics reading book at least 3 times a week.
Daily opportunity to sing new and familiar songs and nursery rhymes

	Writing
	Mark making, Overwriting, writing of name, fine motor skills, holding writing utensils.
	Various opportunities to draw, write, make marks or undertake fine motor development (i.e. jigsaws, threading, dough disco, squiggle while you wiggle, pegs to paper etc…)

	Speaking and Listening
	Vocabulary development – Nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, pronouns.

	Building Independence
	Children will be given time to develop their independence with eating, drinking, dressing and toileting which are all essential life skills.  They will be provided with play opportunities, interaction with others and time to process and follow routines and instructions.   

	Science
	Light and Sound Toys
	Children will explore and play with a range of toys that produce light and sound. 
Children will use dark environments (light and sound room, dark sensory tents, dens) and use torches, fibre optic wands, glow sticks, bicycle lights, fairy lights, lanterns etc to create light. 
Children will use the UV lights in light and sound room with neon coloured ribbon sticks/materials to explore. 
Children will explore the ways in which they produce light and sound e.g. look where the light is coming from and what buttons need to be pressed to create the light and tun on/off sounds.

	Children will begin to remember how and where to hang up coats or other personal items.

	Children will visit Allotments and gardens across the term and look at flowers of different colours.

	Music
	I Can Sing a Rainbow
Christmas performance, plus songs that your class enjoys. 
 
Instruments- scrapers 

	Listen to the song. 
Children will join in with the actions and rhymes and begin to learn the signs. 
Children will experience singing loudly and quietly. 
Children will explore instruments and then experience playing then stop, then repeat and stop for second time.

	Paint
	Children to visit an Art Gallery or the CCAD to focus on how artwork using paint is used.  Start to make marks intentionally.

Children to express ideas and feelings through making marks, and sometimes give a meaning to the marks they make. 
Children can create rainbows, feet and hand prints, seasonal trees, flowers etc. using a range of tools to explore paint and pattern making etc.  Explore painting on different surfaces e.g. paper, pavement, trees, rocks etc. 
Children to turn stones into animals using paint – stripy bees? Or spotty fish?  
Children to hide decorative rocks for others to find in the local park?
